NYS DEC-  The new floating dock have been installed at Franklin Vly about two weeks ago just before the recent flash flooding. This dock is located to help those fishing who don’t have access to a rowboat or canoe.
Legislation Sessions Ends: Crossbow Bill remains held in EnCon Committee. This means unless this bill is passed or a bill allowing hunting with a crossbow before this fall hunting season no one will be able to hunt with a crossbow this next season. The last two years were only a trial period and the law passed two years ago had a limitation.

DEC Expands Bobcat Hunting and Trapping Opportunities and Extends Snow Geese Harvest Period

Bobcat hunting and trapping opportunities are expanded and the snow geese harvest season is extended under two sets of regulations adopted by the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) Commissioner Joe Martens announced today. "Under Governor Cuomo's NY Open for Hunting and Fishing initiative, New York is working to increase hunting and trapping opportunities for sportsmen and sportswomen," Commissioner Martens said. With these changes, DEC is implementing strategies of the recently adopted Bobcat Management Plan that will provide sustainable harvest opportunities while maintaining a stable or increasing bobcat population. In addition, I encourage the hunting community to take full advantage of the newly expanded snow geese season in the years ahead." 
Bobcat Hunting and Trapping Seasons: After careful consideration of the public comments received, DEC adopted rules affecting bobcat hunting and trapping in New York to implement certain aspects of the state's Five-Year Bobcat Management Plan. The harvest of bobcats will be closely monitored by DEC biologists via activity logs maintained by hunters and trappers, a mandatory pelt sealing program, and hunter and trapper surveys. This will allow for adaptive management where regulations can be modified in the future to keep pace with the changing needs and status of New York's bobcat populations. 

The adopted changes include: Northern New York - The trapping season in Wildlife Management Units (WMUs) 5A, 5C, 5F, 5G, 5H, 5J, 6A, 6C, 6F, 6G, 6H, 6J and 6N is extended to match the hunting season dates; the season in these WMUs now closes February 15th each year. The hunting season in WMU 6N is extended to February 15th each year to match the rest of northern New York. 

Southern/Western New York Harvest Expansion Are: The season in the Harvest Expansion Area will open annually on October 25th. The annual closing date will be the Friday before the opening of the regular Southern Zone deer season. That date changes every year since the formula for the deer season opener is the 3rd Saturday of November. In 2013, the bobcat season closes on November 15th. To trap or hunt bobcat in the new "Harvest Expansion Area", which includes WMUs 3R, 3S, 4A, 4F, 4O, 5R, 6R, 6S, 7S, 8T, 8W, 8X, 8Y, 9J, 9K, 9M, 9N, 9P, 9R, 9S, 9T, 9W, 9X and 9Y, trappers/hunters must obtain a free bobcat Harvest Expansion Area permit from a Regional Bureau of Wildlife office and maintain a trapping/hunting activity log and return it to DEC at the close of the season (the activity log will be provided by DEC when you receive your permit). 

Details on how to obtain a Harvest Expansion Area permit will be available on the DEC website and in the 2013-14 Hunting and Trapping Regulations Guide. 

Bobcat seasons in the existing harvest area in southeastern New York (WMUs 3A, 3C, 3F, 3G, 3H, 3J, 3K, 3M, 3N, 3P, 4B, 4C, 4G, 4H, 4J, 4K, 4L, 4P, 4R, 4S, 4T, 4U, 4W, 4Y, 4Z, 5S, 5T) are unaffected by these regulatory changes and no special permit is needed to hunt or trap there.

The full text of the adopted bobcat regulations and a summary of public comments on this rulemaking is available on DEC's website. The resulting 2013 bobcat hunting and trapping seasons can also be found on DEC's website, including the requirements for participating in the new "Harvest Expansion Area." The Bobcat Management Plan, which formed the basis for these regulatory changes, is available on DEC's website.

March On Albany: on June 14 there was about 2500 sportsmen & sportswomen in attendance at Albany to oppose the NYS Safe Act.  At that time a petition was delivered to the governor’s office. Here is an article from Dick Nelson. It wasn’t the 25,000 patriots the Shooters Committee on Political Education were hoping for, but there were enough gunowners — and others who feel Gov. Cuomo’s NY SAFE Act is unconstitutional — at Tuesday’s protest against the highly controversial law to draw media attention. Every CBS, NBC and ABC local affiliate had a camera crew taking footage of the thousands of people that did show up, getting feedback as to why many of them were there. The rally, which was held at Albany Capitol Park West in full view of the State House from noon to 2 p.m., actually began in the Well of the Legislative Office Building at 10 a.m., when a last minute permit approval allowed organizers to use the area. It was here where some 200 attendees cheered two of the speakers — Sen. Kathy Marchione (R,C-Halfmoon) and Assemblyman Dave DiPietro (R,C-East Aurora) — who were against the law from the get-go. Marchione, on her first full legislative day of the 2013 session, denounced the bill and was one of only two senators that spoke out against the measure on the Senate floor; the other was Sen. Greg Ball (R,C,I-Patterson). 
Over the past several months, Marchione was able to get more than 129,000 signatures on the petition, which she, DiPietro and a huge assemblage of petitioners hand-delivered to the Governor’s Office.

Prior to that, Sen. Marchione — who along with Assemblyman Steve McLaughlin, was recently named the NYS Rifle and Pistol Association’s Legislators of the Year — told rally attendees that she is sponsoring two companion bills (S.5591 and S.5648) to proposed legislation introduced in the Assembly by DiPietro and Assemblyman Steve Katz, (R,C,I-Yorktown), which would completely repeal the SAFE Act.

“These two bills are full repeal bills — not partial repeals, not halfway repeals — but full and complete repeals of the SAFE Act,” she said to the cheering crowd.

She also said she has introduced legislation (S.5221), which would provide up to a $500 state tax credit for the purchase of a gun safe to make gun safes more affordable. In addition, Marchione is co-sponsoring legislation (S.4599) that would enshrine the people’s Right to Keep and Bear Arms in the state Constitution. The bill was introduced by Sen. Patricia Ritchie (R,C-Ogdensburg).

Before leading a parade of some 200 patriots to Gov. Cuomo’s Office, Marchione said she would be filing an Amicus Brief — “Friend of the Court” — in support of the New York State Rifle and Pistol Association’s lawsuit against the SAFE Act by the end of June.

While this was happening, radio talk show host and event emcee Melody Burns was outside revving up about 1,000 gunowners — early arrivals that weren’t aware of the proceeding taking place inside the LOB.

Actually, the group didn’t need much encouragement since everyone was there for the same reason. But Burns is a helluva rabble-rouser, much the same way the presumed deceased Teamster Union President Jimmy Hoffa was in the 1960s. And she got better as the crowd grew larger.

At high noon, she led the crowd in the Pledge of Allegiance and a little while later, she and 2010 Republican gubernatorial candidate Carl Paladino led attendees in the song “God Bless America.”

One of the first speakers was McLaughlin, who began thanking attendees for showing up to defend their constitutional right to exercise their First Amendment right in defense of their Second Amendment right.

“Progressives believe those rights are given by government. We believe those rights were given to us by God. We are right. Our constitutional rights are inalienable. Its call the Bill of Rights, not the bill of permission, and Andrew Cuomo did not have our permission to take our rights away,” McLaughlin said, as the crowd begin to chant “McLaughlin for governor.”

“Our country is in trouble,” McLaughlin went on to say. “They think of us as subjects, not citizens. Our freedoms and liberties are under attack like never before by out-of-control progressives like Barack Obama and Andrew Cuomo. They want us to be good little sheep and do what we are told. That is not the America we know and love. We all have a job to do. History calls you. The founding fathers and the greatest generation call you. You have a duty to get involved. Your children and grandchildren are looking for you to lead. The progressives are trying to overwhelm the system and bring us to our knees, but we must not comply.”

Once again the crowd began to chant “McLaughlin for governor” and “Cuomo gotta go.”

McLaughlin then stressed the importance of voting. “There were 7.2 million votes cast last in New York last year. That was a presidential election year. Next year, there will only be 5 to 5 1/2 million voters. There are 4 million gunowners in this state and many of them are married, have children and grandchildren that can vote. This election is in their hands. Find candidates that will honor the Constitution and uphold their oath of office and work to get them in office. You have to vote and get everyone you know to vote. We can and will take this state back,” he said.

Next up was Sheriff Richard Mack, who flew in from Arizona to attend the rally.“ Actually, I was following a road where the citizens believe in liberty and freedom, and I ended up in New York,” Mack said.

“I love New York,” he continued, mentioning that he is on the Oath Keepers Board of Directors and stating, “Far too many politicians who hold up their hand and swear to uphold the U.S. Constitution have already made up their mind to disavow that oath, before they lower their hand.” He then recited words written by John Adams, describing the definition of a militia and comparing Adams’ views to Cuomo’s. He ended that part of his speech by saying, “The founding fathers were a lot smarter than Gov. Cuomo.”

Before taking the podium himself, Paladino introduced Jeanine Pirro, the former Westchester County District Attorney and current host of Fox News Show “Justice with Judge Jeanine.”

Pirro wowed the crowd, which by then had grown to more than 2,500, beginning with her opening statement explaining how she was a prosecutor and judge and how she has been fighting bad guys for 30 years — and it’s the bad guys we have to go after, not our Second Amendment rights. She then made reference to The Poughkeepsie Journal and chastised the downstate newspaper for outing her and other law-abiding citizens for owning a gun, including people in law enforcement. She then spoke on the stupidity of the seven-round capacity in a 10-round magazine. “Who is Cuomo to tell me I can only have seven bullets in my magazine and where did he get that number from? Is it his lucky number?” she said. Then fingering the governor again she said, “You’re not there to protect me at a time of need, you’re somewhere else. All we want is the ability to protect ourselves. Americans value their Second Amendment rights and no one is going to take that right away from me,” she continued. 
Following the event, SCOPE President Steve Aldstadt said he was happy with the turnout. “I would have liked to see more people here. I would like to see a million people here, but I understand people have to work and it’s difficult for them to get away,” he said. 
Actually, there was no reason why the attendance wasn’t higher. I saw a lot of familiar faces on Tuesday, but I should have seen a lot more. A bus that holds 45 passengers shouldn’t have to travel with only 20.

Much like Aldstadt, I, too, understand a lot of people work. But there is also a lot of retired gunowners who could have made the trip. The time has come for everyone to stand up for their own rights, not stay home watching the “Jerry Springer Show” and letting the other guy do it. You are the other guy. And we would be in one helluva fix if everyone had the same attitude. Dropping anchor ’til next time.
