Greg Warner, President of SCCA called the meeting to order at 6:00 with the pledge of allegiance with 12 in
 attendance.  Clubs represented were NWTF Schoharie Ridge Runners, Schoharie County SCOPE, Middleburgh Rod & Gun, West Fulton Rod & Gun, Richmondville Fish & Game, Schoharie County Whitetails Unlimited, Trout Unlimited, Conesville Rod & Gun, Middleburgh Ridge Runners Snowmobile Club and Long Path N. Hiking Club.  The July – August minutes were approved with a motion from Doug Handy, second by Carl Stefanik. The treasurer’s report for August was approved with a motion from Dave Wood and second by Eric Haslum.  Both reports were approved by the membership.  Hunter safety classes this month and next. Check DEC website for dates/locations.  Correction to last month’s Minutes – Our new ENCON Officer’s name is Melissa Burgess for Schoharie County. 
We still need representatives for the NYSCC. Mark Hotaling and John Hornauer are holding the positions. The Council meets twice a year to vote on resolutions concerning our Association. SCCA did pay the 2019 Dues to the Council, $250.  

The Kayak raffle for next year was reviewed. The membership wants to change our ticket price from $1 each or 6 for $5 to $5 each or 5 each for $20. The issue was tabled until more information is available. We would like to thank all the volunteers who spent hours and hours working at the SCCA Fair Booth. We would also like to thank all the sponsors of the prizes along with Shaul’s Roofing from Middleburgh for sponsoring the cost of the ticket printing.  
The special drawing on November 21st @ the November SCCA meeting for the NYS Lifetime Sporting License which includes the combined privileges of hunting license, fishing license and turkey permit for a youth will again take place in 2019. There will be an application to fill out and mail in. See application attached to this newsletter. Any Association club member or Individual member who has paid their SCCA Dues is eligible to send in an application. Applicant must be under 12 years old as of December 31, 2019 and a relative of a member in good standings. Last year we received 25 applications for this special drawing. Hopefully this program will encourage our youth to hunt and fish with-in New York State. So far this year we have only received 12 applications. 
The membership’s representative for the pheasant stocking will be Jerry Seyboth. He will be our eyes and ears and help NYS DEC when stocking this year’s pheasants in Schoharie County. His point of contact is Region 4 Wildlife Manager, Mike Clark in Secnectady. 
SCCA will again attend the Wildlife Festival on September 21st and from 10 AM to 3PM at the Blenheim & Gilboa visitor Center sponsored by the New York Power Authority. Carl Stefanik and Liz Reinhart will be there to answer questions and hand out material. Doug Handy and Mark Hotaling will assist setting up and tearing down.  

SCCA members agreed to donate $600 to the SUNY Cobleskill Students to help with travel expenses on their trip to Reno, Nevada where they will compete in an environmental quiz bowl with other college students. The motion was made by Carl Stefanik and seconded by Roger Masse. The members voted and it was approved.  

NYS DEC:  DEC announces Public Meetings on new approach to Inland Trout Stream Management starting Oct 1st @ 6:30 PM   911 Police Plaza Hicksville, N.Y. 11801  For more dates go on NYS DEC website. There are a total 10 meetings across the state.   
Region 4 - New York Fish & Wildlife Management Board: The next FWMB meeting will be held on September 25, 2019, at the Middleburgh Rod & Gun Club in Middleburgh. Chairman Mike Zagata called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  MINUTES 6/26/19 - A motion to approve the meeting minutes of June 26, 2019 was made by Mike Zagata, second by Tracy Lamanec. All were in favor; none opposed; so carried.

Mike Zagata- Chairman reported:
43 species of songbirds are declining. The Young Forest Initiative (YFI) is trying to get 10% of New York’s Wildlife Management Areas into early successional forest to help deer, songbird, grouse and other species. 
The New York Forest Owners Association (NYFOA) has an initiative called Restore New York’s Woodlands. Hopeful that YFI will create enough food so the deer won’t eat the valuable shade tolerant species and can have a next generation of Oak and Maple Forest. 

NYFOA will be hosting a meeting September 28th at Thatcher State Park. 

#1 reason people own forest is because they are interested in wildlife.

Michael Clark- R4 Wildlife Manager gave a Wildlife Update Report. 
Big Game:  Region 4 staff handled, tagged and released back to the wild, 9 yearling black bears. These animals had been taken in by a licensed Wildlife Rehabilitator over the previous several months. They were in a weakened state and without their mothers when found. The animals were released on state land as close as possible to where they had been originally found. This process allowed several newer staff and a few from other Regions to gain much needed experience in the use of chemical immobilization and handling of big game animals. Urban bears – Father’s Day weekend we successfully chemically immobilized an old (20+ years) sow from Rotterdam who was seen around the area for a few days.  She was tagged and released in the Catskills.  We’ve had a few other bears running around these urban areas this spring in Guilderland, Cohoes and Schenectady that were not immobilized and left on their own.  

YFI: - YFI highlights include the completion of 2 timber sales (Vinegar Hill WMA - 37 acres) (Bear Spring Mountain WMA - 62 acres) and the commencement of a 72-acre clearcut at Capital District WMA.  We also hired Karl Dumoulin as a long-term Forestry Technician.  We also planted pitch pine seedlings at Louise E Keir WMA burn area from last spring.  Numerous species of shrubs were planted surrounding the landing at Vinegar Hill WMA, some can be considered pollinator friendly.

Mammal Distribution Project: - This is a statewide project that will be assessing small mammals across our DEC lands to gain a better understanding of what species are out there and where.  This year is a pilot year, so Region’s 3, 4, 6 and 7 are moving forward with all regions participating in 2020.  

Acquisitions: - 
Added 375 acres to Doodletown WMA, this makes this the largest WMA in Columbia County at 1065 acres.  Working on creating access to the newly acquired Brickyard WMA and Coeymans Creek WMA now.  

Migratory birds: - In process of banding geese now.  Let us know if you have resident woodcock at your property as we’re looking for banding sites in the fall.

Outreach: - NYS Outdoor day @ Five Rivers, Lupine Fest @ Albany Pine Bush, Self Advocacy Association of NYS (birdwatching), and will have staff attending the Greene County Youth Fair next month. 

Hunter Education Program: - Region 4 held 10 refreshers this year, including a Saturday refresher in June that was attended by instructors from Regions 1,4, and 5.  New Instructor Training was held on June 15th and 17 apprentices were welcomed to the program after a day of training: 3 from Region 3, 7 from Region 5, and 7 from Region 4.  

The New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) has awarded Donald McCabe of Rensselaer County with its 7th annual DEC Region 4 Wayne W. Jones Award of Excellence recognizing Don’s outstanding participation in DEC’s volunteer Hunter Education Program.  Donald McCabe has been an active Hunter Education Instructor in Rensselaer County for 17 years and been involved with teaching many classes. In the last few years, Don, his wife Lisa (also an instructor), and his teaching team thought that their local school, Hoosick Falls, would be a great place to host a Hunter Education Course. Having already assisted with many outdoor events at the school, Don met with the Superintendent and the rifle team coach to see if Hoosick Falls School would be willing to allow a course to be held there. Don provided the school with information from Mossberg, who manufactures the inert firearms used in class, as well as copies of all the instructors teaching certificates. He also provided the school a copy of the Hunter Education Program Liability Insurance. The school then provided Don and his team with a letter saying they gave permission to hold the class and to bring Hunter Education Program approved firearms and bows to the school for the event. Two courses were scheduled in 2018, one was private that was shared with just school students, and one was publicly posted for individuals in the community to attend. The event was a success, with 42 students attending the class. The school allowed a course to be held again this year, and an additional 18 students attended. 

The Hunter Education program is waiting for guidance on the new law President Trump signed last month, The Target Practice and Marksmanship Training Support Act. This Act changes the rules for Pittman-Robertson money used for the construction, operation and maintenance of public target shooting ranges.  The bill reduces the non-federal match requirement to 10% when it was previously 25%.

Kalkomey, the system that we use to manage our Hunter Ed instructors and our classes, has been awarded the contract for license sales. This is very exciting news for the Hunter Education Program. We were very happy to hear this as it should mean a more seamless way to tie licenses to hunter/trapper education certificates and allows us to more accurately tracks how many folks go on to purchase a license after taking one of our classes. We hope to have the contract finalized by this September and have the system be live by June of 2020, well before the 2020-21 license years starts.  

Regional Staffing: - Long time seasonal technician Joe Nelson was promoted to full time Fish and Wildlife Technician 2 position, working out of the Schenectady office.  Joe has been with the region since 2013 and will work on access and habitat projects at our WMAs, assisting with threatened and endangered species permit review and bald eagle monitoring for the eastern half of the region.

Fisheries Update: - Delaware River – Tailwater Study - 
Creel survey in progress for 2nd year, 4 agents, entire trout season (April 1 - Oct 15). 
Many cooperative anglers, card return rate is relatively high.  West Branch trout sampling is going well. 
Sampled 4 fixed sites for adult trout in April, May, and June. Young of year and spring yearling sampling to start in July (through October). Spring Rainbow Trout redd inspections were made by volunteers.  They surveyed many tributaries before the heavy rain hit in April. Always need more volunteers for fall redd counts (Oct - Nov). Contact Chris VanMaaren with R4 Fisheries if interested 518-522-5859. 

 Coldwater Fish Stocking: - Spring trout stocking went well with only a few minor rain delays. ·
All trout have been stocked at this point. Wet weather = great spring to be a trout in the northeast. Bob Davis-would like surveys to be done at Grafton State Park lakes. 
Warmwater Fish Stocking: - 4 of the 5 stocked walleye waters in R4 received advanced 50-day fry. All but Schoharie Reservoir (off year) were stocked this month.  Canadarago Lake – received another double batch 40k x2 = 80k / yr since 2017. DEC trying to combat the invasive alewife population and it seems to be working. Young walleye and jack perch are on the rebound (recent nettings). Snyder’s Lake – received the biannual 2000 fish but no young walleye found last survey (2017). East Sidney Reservoir – just received year 5 of 5 stocking for new fishery (4000 fish/yr). Very few young walleye have been caught since stocking began in 2015. Full walleye assessment at the reservoir scheduled in 2020.  Lake Taghkanic – just received year 3 of 5 stocking (3360 / yr). No walleye have been caught by sampling or anglers to date (still early).  Note: a very productive spring for raising walleye at Chautauqua and Oneida fish hatcheries. Surplus fish will be distributed to many waters soon. Mike Zeh- inquired about permit status to install nesting structures for bass and perch at Fancher Pond. 
Spring Black Bass Surveys: - Total of 3 small waters were night shocked this spring. Lawson Lake – finally sampled after numerous requests by county to stock bass. Productive shallow lake, many largemouth but few smallmouth bass and 3 surprise walleye. North Twin Lake – finally sampled after request from locals to improve fishery. 
Decent largemouth bass population, deep lake may be suitable for stocked trout. Medway Reservoir – Coxsackie water supply, may never have been night shocked before? Productive largemouth bass fishery, with abundant American eel. Possible new walleye water?  Mohawk River – lock E7 Pool survey cancelled due to limited staff, high turbid water. 
Upcoming Public Outreach Events: - 8th Annual Great Hudson River Fish Count to be held on Saturday August 10, riverwide.

Wants to be in contact with Rens Co for help fish stocking on the Kinderhook. Why is the Pine Bush clearing oak forest? Mike Clark- to restore rare pitch pine scrub oak forest that existed in the Pine Bush historically. 
Rensselaer County: Tim Holt Sr., Bob Davis and P.J. Hyde - 5 schools participated in Trout Unlimited. Trying to get more schools to join. The Rensselaer County Conservation Association should have a website soon (www.rccany.com). RCCA held a fishing clinic at Frear Park. Great event with ~20 kids attending. Mid-Hudson Valley Fur Harvesters Association had chicken BBQ with record turnout. Funds are used to sponsor kids who are interested in the outdoors. RCCA has an initiative to get more trapper ed classes going. Strong desire for pheasant hunting locations in the county. 
Clearwater Trout Unlimited: Received approval for reforestation of riparian buffer along Schenevus Creek. 
Installed temperature loggers at lower end of the project. Possibly acquiring a 1.5 mile stretch of PFR along the Schenevus.
