                                       On February 24, 2022
                    Greg Warner, President of Schoharie County Conservation Association called the meeting to order with the pledge of allegiance with 15 in attendance. Clubs represented were NWTF - Schoharie County Schoharie Ridge Runners, Middleburgh Rod & Gun Club, West Fulton Rod & Gun Club, Richmondville Fish & Game Club, Long Path North Hiking Club, Cave Country Riders, Middleburgh Ridge Runners Snowmobile Club and Schoharie County Chapter Whitetails Unlimited. Minutes from the last meeting were approved by Dave Wood, second by Mark Hotaling. The Treasurer’s report was read and approved by Doug Handy, 2nd by Steve Zahurak.  The membership approved both reports.   SCCA can continue to hold meetings as long as we social distance, wear face mask and have less than 50 in attendance.  We had two guest speakers from Woodlawn Rod & Gun Club who promoted three different products. Mike Mueller and Steve Zahurak reviewed some new products for your consideration. Steve spoke about the Mantis Laser Training Academy.  The system uses a training cartridge that drops into the chamber of your firearm, delivering a light beam every time the firing pin strikes the round.  It allows you to practice at home and you do not have to search for hard to locate ammunition that may be costly.  More information is available at: https://mantisx.com/ Second item was a Nexbelt, the belt with no holes was shown and described.  Nexbelt uses a ratchet system of ¼” increments instead of 1” holes.  It is convenient for users to size and cut to their fit up to 50”.  A large variety of buckle styles and belt colors are available: www.nexbelt.com.  Mike followed up with a presentation on the Nukem Hunting Ground Blind.  This is the first portable ground blind designed for the “Run and Gun” hunter.  The stake free, adjustable height and easy folding design gives one the ability to set up virtually anywhere.  Weighing only 3 pounds makes it easy to pack and use in any hunting season.  Must see at:  https://www.nukemhunting.com/  and the last item was the Zippo Rechargeable Hand warmer.  One or two sided heat is available. The slim and sleek design allows it to fit easily in pockets or gloves and comes in a variety of bright colors.  Three heat levels adjust to your needs. NYS DEC: Fish stocking in Schoharie County will be done in April. The following areas will be stocked.

 West Kill – brook trout, 9 inch yearling, 560 each

 West Kill – brown trout, 2 year old, 60 each
 Mallet Pond – Rainbow trout, 9 inch yearling, 230 each

 Cobleskill Holding Pond – Rainbow trout, 9 inch yearling, 200 each

 Cobleskill Holding Pond – Brown trout, 2 year old, 230 each 

New Freshwater Fishing Regulation Changes for 2022 - Notable regulation changes include:  

    New statewide regulation for rainbow, brown trout, and splake in lakes and ponds. The season will now be open year-round, with a five-fish daily limit, any size, with a “no more than two longer than 12 inches” harvest rule.

    Statewide Atlantic salmon regulations will now allow for a year-round open season

    Ice fishing is permitted on all waters in New York unless specifically prohibited, with the exception of Essex, Franklin, Fulton, Hamilton, Herkimer, Lewis, St. Lawrence, Warren, and Washington counties where previous rules remain.

    New specific dates replaced floating dates for statewide season openers to include:

    - May 1 - Walleye, Northern Pike, Pickerel and Tiger Muskellunge

    - June 1 – Muskellunge. Note that in 2022, DEC will allow for the fishing of muskellunge beginning the last Saturday in May to accommodate previously planned fishing trips.

    - June 15 - Largemouth and Smallmouth Bass

    A five-fish daily walleye limit in Oneida Lake

    A new regulation to limit the growth of the walleye population in Skaneateles Lake. No daily possession limit; 12-inch minimum size limit, open year-round

    The statewide sunfish daily harvest limit has been reduced from 50 to 25 fish.

    The statewide minimum size limit for crappie has been increased from 9 inches to 10 inches.

A complete compilation of changes and an assessment of public comment associated with the final rulemaking is available on DEC's website.

Cobleskill Fair: Membership approved the funding for 2 season passes for Doug Handy & Mike Zeh along with fees charged for the 2022 Schoharie Sunshine Fair, the $345.00 fee charged for our booth, electricity and picnic table. We already have the two Kayaks for the 2022 raffle. There will be seven prizes. This year we will get 3000 tickets printed up. We will ask Shaul’s Roofing in Middleburgh to sponsor the printing cost. We will order the BB Shooting booth from NWTF again because it was a big help in getting ticket buyers to purchase Kayak tickets and it gave SCCA members a chance to promote Gun Safety to our youth.  The contract has been signed with the Fair Board and the two season passes have been purchased.   
YOUTH ICE FISHING DERBY: SCCA sponsored a Youth Ice Fishing derby.  Dave Wood, Greg Warner, Eric Haslun, Mike Zeh and Liz Reinhart were the volunteers who helped out that cold windy day. It was 11 degrees when we started and 17 degrees when we left at 2:30. Doug Handy who was on vacation in the Dominican Republic let us use his Ice Shanty to use to cook hotdogs and hot chocolate. We had nine youths and fourteen adults’ registrations.  The largest fish for the day was a 22 ¼ inch Pickerel caught by Tucker Hamm and a 21 inch Pickerel caught by Ethan Sherwood.  Only one perch was caught all day, caught by Vinny Mercoglin. SCCA gave out prizes for all the youths along with a trophy for each for standing up to the cold.  There were close to 20 fish caught during the day.  SCCA will plan another youth fishing derby this coming June @ the Cobleskill Holding Pond on the NYS free fishing day where no fishing license is needed.  The second Saturday ice fishing derby will be sponsored by the West Fulton Rod & Gun Club. Both derbies were held at Franklin Vly Pond , south of Middleburgh on Rte 145.  There twenty eight  adults and 12 youths registered.  Seventy one fish were caught with a 23 3/44” pickerel being the biggest fish of the day, caught by Dalton Swift.  Several Perch, Crappies as well as pickerel were caught.  The third Saturday Ice Fishing Derby will be held on February 19th at the Bear Gulch Pond  near Summit sponsored by the Richmondville Fish & Game Club..  Bait will be available to purchase for all three derbies.  Cobleskill College students will be weighting and measuring fish for prizes. All food sales and bait sales funds were donated to the college students.
Lifetime Hunting and Fishing License: SCCA held the drawing at our November meeting. The winner was Peter DeBartolo’s eight year old granddaughter who shoots archery with the Middleburgh Archery Youth leagues, Alba Joy DeBartolo. She was very excited to learn of the winning of the lifetime license. This is the third year that SCCA has offered this event. This drawing is open to all members’ children and grandchildren, great grandchildren below the age of twelve as of December 31st. It can be an Association Club member or an Individual Club member’s relative.  We had 41 applications to draw from.  There will be an application at the end of the SCCA March newsletter.  
Venison Donation Program: Schoharie County Whitetails Unlimited will donate a 50 Caliper Black Powder Rifle to encourage Deer Hunters to donate a whole deer to the program.  We have had 25 deer donated and over 700 packages of venison were donated to the local food pantries. We had the drawing from the 25 names who donated a whole deer at the January SCCA meeting. Thomas Jaqueway from Schoharie was the lucky winner. The  Schoharie County Chapter of Whitetails Unlimited purchased a new Chest Freezer at a cost of $530.00. Peter DeBartolo, Christian Bow Hunters, donated $100.00 toward the cost of this new chest freezer. The freezer was picked up and delivered.  Bleau’s Deer Processing (518-702-5026) between Schoharie and Berne on Rte 443 and Marlow’s Meat Cutting in Howe Cave (518-296-8978) did the processing venison for the Schoharie Venison Donation Program again this year.    
Region 4 - New York Fish & Wildlife Management Board:  The next FWMB meeting will be held at the Middleburgh Rod & Gun Club on June 22nd @ 6:30 pm. The last FWMB meeting was held in Rotterdam at the NYS DEC office on March 23rd.  There were 25 members in attendance with eight of the nine counties represented. Deleware was the only county with no delegates. Guest Sspeaker was Even Wills who is the Manager at the Reynolds Game Farm where all of the Pheasants are raised for the day old chick program and the state adult pheasnts stocking is managed. The state is doing a survey concerning the hunters interest in pheasant hunting. The Management Plan for Pheasant expired in 2020 so a review is being completed. Since the closing of the John White Pheasant Farm in the late 1990’s, the Reynolds Farm is the only Pheasent Farm left run by the NYS DEC.  What can you do to help? Participate in program, Sponsor someone to raise birds, 34,500 chicks distributed in 2021, 43 hunts held in 2021 for youth and disabled  vets. Over two million dollars invested into farm since 2016 in infrastructure & facility improvements. Most this money for improvements come from federal & state grants such as enviromental cleanup fines. The farm have a annual budget of $600,000 which pays for the labor, feed and material needed for raising the birds. This funding comes from the sale of hunting licenses.  
Reports were given by the following: Mike Clark, Region 4 Wildlife Manager – A new Natural Resource Supervisor has been appointed, Sean Reynolds, and will attend our next FWMB meeting. Mike stated that a new Bobcat Management Plan will be approve this summer, there have been quite a few clear cut areas on-going in the region for habitat improvements, a ball eagle nest survey is on-going, some Covid found in big game deer this past season, Bear harvest numbers are down a little from 2020 numbers, Hunter safety classes are down about 20% from 2020. As to huntingf safety satatisties 2021 marked the fewest number of hunting-related shooting incidents since NYS hunter safety program was signed into law in 1949. With the new law requiring a minimun of 250 square inches of solid fluorescant orange or pink, we hope this was a big factor in our numbers. Only nine incidents in 2021 with one fatality where vitim wasn’t wearing orange or pink camo vest.  Mike reported that Bat numbers are way down and promoted the building of bat houses.  Chris VanMaaren, Region 4 Fisheries Manager reported new fishing regulations and going into effect April 1 to help simplify requirements, limits are changing to 5 fish per day with only 2 fish 12“ or larger, opening date for bass will be June 15th and Sunfish numbers changed from 50 to 25 daily catch, continue stocking of the West Branch of the Delaware, a survey of Panther Creek Trout stream, several catch & release studies surveys for different waters, Walleye survey for Schoharie Reserviour, and DEC did several Outreach Events this past winter teaching the public how to fish. Each County gave their reports on the different activities for the past 6 months. Next meeting, June 22nd @ Middleburgh.

	          Fancher Pond: Richmondville Fish & Game Club has been doing more brush removing during the past month. SCCA owns the land under the water along with a 50 feet right of way from the road to the pond. There is a problem with the Dam.  It was inspected by a representative from NYS DEC who said there is a possible danger with the dam/spillway.  The Richmondville Fish & Game club members have removed all the brush, fencing and trees that are near or on the spillway/dam. SCCA members, Greg Warner, Dave Wood, Mike Zeh, Doug Handy and Eric Haslun met with representatives from the Dam Safety Division on October 15th to discuss the problems of the Spillway/dam.  There were two of the three property owners also in attendance at the meeting.  (DEC is requesting that  we as joint owners of the Fancher Pond hire an Engineer Firm to inspect and classify the Spillway/dam from a B to A Rating.)This is a scale that the State uses by accessing the damage of a dam failure to the properties below the dam. This Engineering firm could make a recommendation as to either remove the dam or drain the pond or to make some repairs where there is a leakage of water coming from the dam itself. SCCA has contacted an engineer, Dan Crandell, to look at the dam and review or give us a recommendation. It is common knowledge that all earthen dams leak water so it’s almost impossible to stop the seepage of water.  This could be an expensive repair or inspection. The Fancher Pond land was given to SCCA because when it went up at the Schoharie County Tax auction there were no bidders for the piece of property.  The County does not charge SCCA any land or school taxes for this piece of property.
